HOW TO REPLACE A TAKE-OUT CLIP ON A VINYL SINGLE-HUNG WINDOW

Window take-out clips hold the balancer in place when operating the window tilt-in sash. 
Follow these instructions to replace the take-out clips on your Milgard® vinyl single-hung 
window.

1.	 To begin, locate the silver take-out clips on either side of the jamb. Using a flat head 
screwdriver or putty knife, gently slide the blade underneath the old take-out clip to remove.

 

2.	 If the clip is missing, look for the two rectangular holes on either side of the jamb.
